	Using a tape recorder (you may also record it on the computer in a wave file), record each spelling word. Say the word, spell the word, and then say the word again.

	Create alliterative sentences in which the first letter of each word is the same as the first letter of the spelling word. 

Example: Spelling word: Tiger

The tigers can tell time.

	Write a narrative story (a story about an experience you’ve had) using all of your spelling words.  Remember you must have a beginning, middle, and end.  Make sure you write complete sentences.


	Write the spelling words in order of difficulty. Write your easiest word once at the top of the paper near the middle, the next easiest twice, and so on (hardest word should be written 10 times). Students will have a pyramid shape when they are finished.

	Free Activity: Find a creative way to study your spelling words. Please remember you must have a product to turn in that has all 20 spelling words. Cannot be simply writing the words.
	Ask parent to give a spelling test. They should correct it for you. Be sure to turn in the spelling test with a parent signature!

	Look up each of your words in a dictionary AND write out their definitions and parts of speech.


	Create an informational story (inform the reader about a topic you know about) using your spelling words. Your story should flow and make sense.


	Using ALL spelling words, write each word and then find a synonym or antonym for each word. You will write that word out to the right side and identify whether it is a synonym with an S or an antonym using an A. Choose a synonym or antonym to use in a sentence with your spelling word.



Complete a tic–tac–toe (3 in a row horizontally, vertically or diagonal) from the choice board and complete it using the current spelling list.  This sheet will need to be turned in so it can be graded with your work. YOU MUST UNDERLINE YOUR SPELLING WORDS!
